THE GLORY OF THE DIVINE WAY

Today’s readings draw us into ageless, vibrant depths.

Followers of God’s law, we belong to ancient traditions.
Children of God, we marvel at the freshness of creation.
The Old Testament readings, from Sirach and the Psalms,
celebrate the rich blessings we receive when we observe
God’s commands—not because we are slaves to the law,
but because the law gives life in abundance. Saint Paul’s
Letter to the Corinthians confirms the glory of divine law,
but warns that God’s ways tend to be unpopular and mis-
understood in this world. Paul speaks of the ancient wis-
dom of God, which is mysteriously both “hidden” and
“revealed.” God does not have secret codes that we earth-
ly mortals cannot understand; in love, God reveals the
glory of the divine way in Jesus. Saint Matthew’s Gospel
emphasizes the importance of living in God’s law, enliv-
ened by a deep and personal relationship with Jesus.
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OUR FASCINATING FAITH
The Seven Holy Founders of the Servite Order

On February 17 we honor the seven founding saints
of the Order of the Servants of the Virgin Mary. Bonfili-
us, Alexis, Manettus, Amideus, Hugh, Sostene and Buo-
nagiunta were a group of merchants of Florence who,
upon experiencing an apparition of the Blessed Virgin in
1233, renounced their businesses, left what was neces-
sary for their families, and distributed the rest among the
poor. They then dedicated themselves entirely to the ven-
eration of the Virgin Mary, going to live on an Italian
mountain, each assuming the life of a hermit—prayer,
extreme fasting and penance. Sometime later, at the re-
quest of the pope’s delegate, all but one were ordained
priests. Brother Alexis, considering himself unworthy of
the priesthood, decided to remain as a brother. They were
all canonized in 1888. Their feast day, originally Febru-
ary 11, now falls on the 17th, the date of the death of the
last of the seven founders. Brother Alexis died at the age
of 110.
